Nammnen pi dem, som lade grunden, Per Lin-
dell, Edvard Wawrinsky och S. A. Hedlund, dro
vittnen nog, De voro min, som kunde brinna for
en stor sak, och som visste, hur man skulle vinna
andra,

Den nya lokalavdelningen gick ocksd snabbt fram-
at. Redan hosten 1884 upptogs krematoriefrigan.
1886 hade man, huvudsakligen av enskilda, insamlat
erforderliga medel. Och samma dr gick man in till
de kyrkliga myndigheterna och begirde att fi bygga
pd Ostra Begravningsplatsen. I december 1889 stod
det av professor Hans Hedlund ritade krematoriet
fardigt, Bortser man fran Italien, var det Europas
sjunde. Och i Norden fanns det tidigare kremato-
rier endast i Kopenhamn och Stockholm. Avdel-
ningens medlemsantal hade samma &r overstigit 500.
1893 ordnades av de kyrkliga myndigheterna sir-
skilda urngravar, och 1895 framlades forslag till ett
kolumbarium i Goteborg.
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Allt detta skedde under det forsta dartiondet. Det
foljdes emellertid av over trettio ar, under vilka man
icke kan avldsa nidgra lysande ytire framgingar.
Bristande intresse var inte orsaken hirtill, och inte
heller lig arbetet nere. — Behjirtade och framsynta
min hade fortfarande hand om ledningen. Den en-
skilda offerviljan var, niar det gillde, lika flodande.
Avdelningen hade ocksd alltjamt vid sin sida en
miktig bundsfoérvant, Goteborgs Handels- och Sj6-
fartstidning, som redan i mitten av 1800-talet bor-
jat arbeta for eldbegingelsetanken och i Gver 35 ar
givit foreningen dess sekreterare.

Det fanns emellertid tvi var for sig vagande or-
saker till att eldbegingelsearbetet 1 Goteborg under
mer in tre drtionden trots allt uppoffrande och mdl-
medvetet arbete icke hade nigra storre yttre fram-
gingar. Den ena var obduktionstvinget, som av
statsmalterna infordes. 1888, Det var stringare vill-
kor in nigot annat land ansett sig bora piligga. Den
omging och de kostnader, obduktionen medforde,
gjorde att endast ett rel, fital kunde tinka pa att
bliva eldbegiangna. Obduktionstvangets inverkan kan
ocksd tydligt spiras i rorelsens utveckling dver hela
landet,

Men si fanns det en orsak till. Eldbegingelsero-
relsen fick, nir den framtradde, dverallt rona visst
motstind., 1 Sverige var detta motstind under den
forsta tiden allvarligt nog. Men motstandet bottna-
de mest i okunnighet om vad eldbegingelsen inne-
bar. Nir upplysningen gjort sitt, gav motstindet
vika. Men pi ett stille i landet, pa vistkusten, om-
kring Goteborg, ville det emellertid inte slappa taget.
Man inte bara holl kvar vid vad man hade, utan lade
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hinder mot det nya, som sokte sig fram. Det miste
vara nagot i vistkustbons natur, som knyter honom
fast vid det gamla. De fria havet kanske binder dem,
som leva i dess hagn.

Obduktionstvanget hivdes 1917, Redan nfgra fir
darefter blev utvecklingen i landets 6vriga delar liv-
ligare. Antalet eldbegingelser och medlemmar i for-
eningen vixer och avdelningar bildas, Nya krema-
torier borja planeras och planerna omsiittas snabbt
i verklighet, Begravningsviasendet intresseras och
omriden 76r urngravar ordnas, till och med pa lands-
bygden. Men Goteborg ger endast ovilligt med sig.
De nya avdelningarna och de nya krematorierna nir-
ma sig fran alla hill. Och de kunna uppvisa siffror,
som dven for mdangdubbelt mindre samhillen, idro
storre an Goteborgs.  Visserligen vicktes en mo-
tion i stadsfullmiktige om uppforandet av nytt kre-
matorium. Men dess pagiende utredning kan just

staden ndja sig med en eldbegingelseanliggning,
som nu ar den ildsta i Norden, den minsta i Europa
och kanske den enda i virlden, dir man sommartid
endast kan utfora en eldbegiingelse var annan dag,

Det forefaller ju ritt si allvarligt. Men det ir
endast till det yttre. Tidens kraft har under de sista
aren verkat i det tysta. Eldbegingelsens stora land-
vinningar pi andra hill ha icke kunnat undgd att
overtyga och det ftrigna arbete, som nedlagts, att
bira frukt. De som forut tvekat, std nu som rorel-
sens vinner, och de, som kimpat emot endast for
kampens skull, ha nedlagt sina verktyg. Vil finns
det dinnu nidgra, som icke litit dndra sin Gvertygelse.
Men de dro fi och ha i regel forstatt att vinda sina
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vapen mot ddlare mal. — Det har borjat ljusna for
Goteborgs eldbegingelsevinner.,

De gamla kimparna, doktor K. J. Gezelius, sty-
relsens ordforande sedan 1911, rddman K, Hj. Ahl-
berg, sedan 1913 dess vice ordférande, och direktor
Hj. Samzelius, fran 1009 och till lingt efter han
1925 drog sig tillbaka dess verkstillande ledamot,
kunna dirfor vid jubileet inte bara se tillbaka pé en
ling och uppoffrande verksamhet, De kunna ocksi
glidja sig at de goda tecken 1933 har givit. En
okad anslutning, en kraftigt vixande eldbegingelse-
frekvens och ett stort intresse dven i de liger, dir
man forut statt timligen frammande. Och de kunna
se framdt med tilliorsikt. Niar — redan innevaran-
de ar — den tiodriga eldbegingelsemotionen kom-
mer under behandling, blir det mdjligen friga om
var man skall finna den basta platsen for den nya
anldggningen. Att Goteborg snarast mojligt mdste
fa ett nytt, staden virdigt krematorium, dirom tor-
de sikerligen alla vara ense.

Hochgeehrte Versammlung !

Sie werden vielleicht fragen, meine hochgeehrten Herren,
wie es sich rechtfertige, hier auf einem hygienischen
Congresse einen (fegenstand aus anderen als ledig-
lich hygienischen Gesichtspunkten zu erdrtern.
Die Antwort ist nach zwei Richtungen hin leicht gegeben.

Einmal haben wir es in der Feuerbestatbung mit einer
Frage zu thun, iiber deren Berechtigung vom Stand-
punkte der Hygiene seit dem Eintreten der verschie-
denen internationalen hygienischen Congresse
fir dieselbe, schon vom Jahre 1869 an (Florenz) und bis
in die neueste Zeit (ich erinmere u. A. an die Congresse
in Genf, Rom, London), fir vorurtheilslose Be-
urtheiler im Grunde kein Zweifel mehr bestehen kann. Ja,
es kann schon heute mit Sicherheit behauptet werden, dass
die Zukunft im Gange der Entwicklung und unter dem
Drucke der gewichtigen dafiir vorliegenden Griinde, unb e-
dingt der Feuerbestattung gehdrt als einer
gesundheitlichen Massregel im eminentesten
Sinne, und zwar voraussichtlich zunichst im RFalle des
Ablebens an bestimmten ansteckenden Krank-
heiten. Vielleicht wird schon der weitere Verlauf der
noch nicht abgeschlossenen Untersuchungen iiber die Rort-
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dauer der einzelnen Bacterien- Arten in der Leiche im
Irdgrabe dies mit herbeifithren. Ueber diese Fragen zu
urtheilen, bin ich indess nicht berufen, wir erhoffen deren
eingehende Krorterung im Sinne einer weiteren Forderung
unserer Sache von den competenten Gelehrten in den Ver-
handlungen des morgenden Tages.

Andererseits ist aber nicht zu verkennen, dass gegen-
wiirtig die Frage, ob es hievon abgesehen in nichster
Zeit gelingen diirfte, allein durch die Argumentation aus
dem Gegichtspunkte der Sanitiit bei unseren Gegnern greif-
bare Erfolge fiir unsere Sache zu erzielen, bei unbefangener
Priffung des in dieser Beziehung bisher Erreichten verneint
werden muss.

Ich sage das selbstverstiindlich nicht in dem Sinne,
als hiitten die Freunde und Verfechter der Feuerbestattung
durch die Geltendmachung des sanitéiven Gesichtspunktes
hisher nichts erreicht ; im Gegentheile, die Erfolge derselben
in dieser Beziehung sind ganz ausservordentlich grosse, nur
sind sie mehr indirecter Art, insofern sie unendlich
viel zur Beseitigung schwerer Uebelstinde im Bestattungs-
wesen beigetragen und die Gefahren der Erdbestattung
wesentlich vermindert haben, withrend sie dirvect fiir die
Binfihrung der Feuerbestattung nicht von ent-
scheidendem Einflusse gewesen sind.

Die Befiirworter der Feuerbestattung haben zumal in
der ersten Zeit der Bewegung fiir die Berechtigung der-
selben mit grossem Nachdrucke und sehr mit Recht daraunf
hingewiesen, dass die frdbestattung nach derBesc ha ffen-
heit, wohl auch Belegenheit der dermalen vor-
handenen Begribnissplitze mit vielen schweren
Gefahren verbunden sei. Hs ist wesentlich in Folge hievon
geit lingerer Zeit dag Bemiihen der Staats- und Gemeinde-
behorden, welche die Berechfigung der geltend gemachten
Argumente nicht in Abrede stellen und die Wahrheit vieler
von den Crematisten Thatsachen nicht in’s Feld gefiihr.
ten zu bestreiten vermochten, dahin gerichtet worden, in
diesen Beziehungen eine Wandlung zum Besseren herbeizu-
fithren,
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Und diese Bemithungen haben, man darf es, wenn man
gerecht sein und objectiv urtheilen will, nicht leugnen, an
vielen Orten, zumal in den grosseren Stidten eine ganz
erhebliche Besserung der Verhiltnisse herbei-
gefithrt, so dass zumal bei den grossen Friedhofen der
neueren Zeit eine Klage iiber die Belegenheit und Be-
schaffenheit der Begribnissplitze in der Hauptsache nicht
mehr berechtigt ist, wie denn fast @iberall die Forderungen,
welche nach dem Vorgange von Frankreich, Deutschland,
(hier besonders Baden, Preussen,*) Sachsen), und Oesterreich
an die neu herzurichtenden Begriibnissplitze gestellt werden,
sehr weitgehende sind.

Ist so durch die Anhiinger und Verfechter der Feuer-
bestattung in Schrift und Wort fiir die Besserung der frither
oft geradezu trostlosen Verhiltnisse der Begribnissplitze
an manchen Orten in Bezug auf Belegenheit, Boden-
beschaffenheit u. s. w. ausserordentlich viel geschehen, so
haben sie andererseits auch durch den Ansporn zur Vor-
nahme von bedeutsamen Untersuchungen itber die Lebens-
dauer der Bacterien und deren etwaiges Fortleben im Erd-
grabe sich ein grosses bleibendes Verdienst
erworben. Das dilvfen wir sagen, ohne unbescheiden zu sein,
da es selbst die Gegner anerkennen.**)

Diese Untersuchungen haben nun, auch das ist nicht
zu bestreiten, ergeben, dass keineswegs in allen Fiillen die
Gefahr des Fortlebens der Bacterien im Erdgrabe so gross
ist, wie es von den Anhingern der Feuerbestattung oft an-
genommen worden ist. Allein es hat sich dabei doch auch
gezeigt, dass, wenn auch einige Bacterien im Erdgrabe sich
keinesfalls vermehren oder gar lingere Zeit forfentwickeln,
so doch andere Arten allerdings wiihrend einer verhiiltniss-
missig langen Zeit von Wochen und Monaten virulent
bleiben und die Gefahr einer Infection als mdglich

noch nicht abgeschlossen, so dass dieselben als ein ent-
scheidendes Argument zu Gunsten der Feuerbestattung zur
Zeit in gewissem Sinne auszuscheiden sind.

Fasst man nun neben den angedeuteten Hrgebnissen
dieser Untersuchungen die unbestreithare Thatsache in’s
Auge, dass z. B. in Hamburg wiihrend der schweren
Cholera-Epidemie des Jahres 1892, welcher in circa 27/,
Monaten nicht weniger als 8605 Menschen zum Opfer fielen,
trotz dieser enormen Mortalitit und trotzdem diese siimmt-
lichen 8605 Leichen heerdigt wurden, kein einziger der
zahlreichen Friedhofsbeamten erkrankt ist, wie denn
fiberall in der Ortschaft Ohlsdorf, in welcher sich der Central-
Friedhof befindet, kein einziger Bewohner im Jahre 1892
oder spiiter an Cholera erkrankte, so wird man zugeben
miissen, dass es zu weit gegangen ist, wenn man die Erd-
bestattung durch die Feuerbestattung wesentlich oder wohl
gar ausschliesslich aus dem Gesichtspunkte der
Sanitit, der Gefahr der Verbreitung der Bacterien, der
Verseuchung des FErdbodens und ihnlichen Erwiigungen
glaubt, verdringen zu konnen. In dieser Beziehung muss
das Gesundheitsmoment, wenn ich den Ausdruck
einmal gebrauchen darf, als zur Zeit wenigstens nicht
besonders wirksam bezeichnet werden,

Erwiigt man nun ferner, dass die Einfithrung der Feuer-
bestattung aus sanitiiren (irfinden, wenn sie — wie wohl
kaum zu bezweifeln — auf dem Wege der oben erwihnten
Untersuchungen, betreffend das Verhalten der Bacterien im
Lrdgrabe, fir die Todesfille an ansteckenden Krankheiten
als ein wissenschaftliches Postulat und eine Nothwendigkeit
im offentlichen Interesse sich ergeben sollte, consequenter
Weise obligatorisch und nicht nur facultativ
erfolgen miisste (ich erinnere an die Aeusserungen des
Reichs-Staatssecretirs v. Botticher im deutschen Reichs-
tage), dass aber gerade gegen die Einfithrung einer, wenn
auch nur besehriinkten obligatorischen Feuerbestattung
die vielen Widerstandsmomente in verstirktem Masse sich
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geltend machen diirften, so wird man unschwer einsehen,
dass die Durchfiihrung eines solchen Fortschrittes auf
diesem Wege noch lange auf sich diirfte warten lassen.

Nach Allem wird man im Kreise der Crematisten, zu
denen zu sprechen ich ja hier die Ehre habe, sich also
heutigen Tages fragen miissen, wie kann man, wenn auch
ein Blick in die Zukunft die Gewissheit dafir gibt, dass
frither oder spiiter schon das hygienische Moment zu Gunsten
der Einfiihrung der Feuerbestattung schliesslich den Aus-
schlag geben wird, den Eintritt dieser Thatsache womdg-
lich beschleunigen, d. h. mit anderen Worten, welche Mittel
und Wege erscheintn jedenfalls fiir die nichste
Zeit als geeignet, um in htherem Masse als der gewiss
zutreffende, dennoch aber die Frage zur Zeit nicht mehr
in demselben Masse wie frither beherrschende hygienische
Gesichtspunkt fiir die Zulassung der Feuerbestattung bei
unseren Gegnern mit Aussicht auf Erfolg geltend
gemacht zu werden ?

Diese Erwigungen werden es rechtfertigen, wenn ich
das Thema meines Vortrages wie geschehen formulirt und
bei den bisher berfihrten Punkten etwas eingehender ver-
weilt habe.

Fiir die besonderen Verhidltnisse in den
grossen Stidten dirfte ohne Zweifel das zielbewusste
Vorgehen des Berliner Magistrats, der auf Grund der Ihnen
Allen bekannten vortrefflichen Denkschrift vom 2. April 1892
(einer ausgezeichneten Arbeit des verdienten Herrn Stadtrathes
Ernst Friedel), aus lediglich praktischen Ge-
sichtspunkten die Nothwendigkeit der seitens der
stiidtischen Verwaltung eines grossen Gemeinwesens ein-
. aufithrenden theilweisen facultativen Feuerbestattung
iberzeugend begriindet hat, eine bedeutsame Perspective
eriffnen und hoffentlich in diesem Umfange fiir ein so be-
grenztes Gebiet iber kurz oder lang zum Ziele fithren. s
handelt sich dabei lediglich um solche Personen, deven
Identitit nicht festgestellt ist oder die Zwecks Ermittelung
der Todesursache von Amtswegen untersucht und secirt sind,
ferner um die sogenannten Ungliicksleichen und Anatomie-
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leichen, immer nur so weit nicht Seitens etwaiger An-
gehiriger der Feuerbestattung widersprochen wird.

Aber die hier in Frage kommenden beson-
deren Verhiltnisse sind nicht die allge-
meinen. Die vortreffliche Begriindung des Vorschlages in
jener Denkschrift erscheint deshalb nicht auch fiir unseren
allgemeineren Zweck als Losung der Frage. Als solche,
glaube ich, kann heutzutage mur ihre Behandlung aus
dem Gesichtspunkte des Rechtes und der
T oleranz bezeichnet werden.

Untersuchen wir zuniichst, ob zu Gunsten des Ver-
langens nach Zulassung der Feuerbesfattung auf irgend
welche Bestimmungen des Rechtes zuriickgegriffen
werden kann, so bin ich selbstverstiindlich mnicht gewillt,
dabei in die geniigend oft erfolgte Erdrterung der Frage
einzutreten, ob der Staat aus criminalpolitischen
Griinden in der Lage ist, die Feuerbestattung zuzulassen.
Sie Alle wissen, da Sie ja mit den einschlagenden Verhilt-
nissen aus der Literatur schon dureh unsere beiden ver-
dienstvollen Zeitschriften ,Phonix* und ,Flamme* geniigend
bekannt sind, dass durchschlagende Hinderungs-
griinde und unvermeidliche Gefahren in dieser
Beziehung nicht vorliegen, wenn man nur fiir eine ge-
niigend organisirte obligatorische Leichen-
schau Sorge triigt. Diese hat sich nach den bisherigen Erfah-
rungen in Deutschland und im Auslande als durchaus aus-
reichend erwiesen, um jede Gefahr der Beseitigung der
Spuren eines Verbrechens so gut wie ganz auszuschliessen.
Ieh werde demgemiss auf das Verhidltniss des
Rechtes zur Feuerbestattung nur insoweit ein-
gehen, als es fiir die Frage relevirt, ob und inwieweit ins-
besondere das biirgerliche Recht in Bezug auf die
Feuerbestattung entscheidende Normen an die Hand gibt.

Der Mensch geniesst zu Folge des Rechtes der Persdn-
lichkeit fiir seine Person, das heisst fir sein Dasein, die
Bethiitigung seiner Korper- und Geisteskrifte und die Frei-
heit seines Handelns innerhalb des Rechtes einen gewissen
Rechtsschutz. Unter diesem Rechtsschutze stehen auf Grund




des Rechtes der Personlichkeit die mit der Individualitit ihres
Trigers auf’s engste verkniipften Griiter, der Kreis des Indivi-
dual-Lebens : sein Leben, seine geistige und leibliche Unver-
sehrtheit, seine Freiheit, seine KEhre, sein Name u. s. w,
Diese Giiter schiitzt das Privatrecht, das Polizei-und das Straf-
recht.®)

Dennoch spricht man im Strafrecht von einer Kin-
willigung des Verletzten in die Verletzung verschiedener
dieser Gitter, inshesondere auch des Rechtes auf korperliche
Unversehrtheit; ja die korperliche Verletzung
ernstlich Einwilligender ist nach der Ansicht
zahlreicher und bedeutender Rechtslehrer wie v. Wichter,
Puchelt, v. Schwarze, Olshausen, Binding straf-
los.*¥)

Ebenso wird die Gefahr einer Gesundheitsschidigung
durch das Individunm selbst (man denke nur an die bekannten
Hungerkiinstler) mnach dem Grundsatze ,volenti non fit
injuria® selbstverstiindlich nicht geahndet. Auch der Ver-
such des Selbstmordes ist straflos.

Erkennt das Rechf so schon bei Lebzeiten des
Menschen in gewissen Beziehungen eine Verfiigung
desselben fiber das ihm zustehende Recht
auf Unversehrtheit seines Kdrpers an, so wird
es kaum fiberraschen, vielmehr nur als um so verstiindlicher
erscheinen, wenn das Recht aueh fiir den Fall des Todes
Verfiigungen in Bezug auf seinen Korper
seitens des Trigers desselben anerkennt. Und
das ist in der That der Fall.

Das gilt zwar nicht aus dem Gesichtspunkte des
Eigenthumsrechtes des Individuums an seinem Korper. Der
Korper des Menschen und ebenso dessen Theile®**) als
Organe des beseelten Rechtssubjectes konnen bei seinen

schliesst, ein Eigenthum des Betreffenden selbst nicht, weil
Niemand Eigenthiimer seiner selbst sein kann. Das Gleiche
gilt auch nach dem Ableben des Menschen.

Dennoch statuirt das Recht die Befugniss des
Menschen zu Verfiigungen iber seinen
Leichnam,soweit diese nur nicht gegen die guten Sitten. das
Wohlanstiindige — so liisst sich etwa der Ausdruck ,boni
mores* des Romischen Rechtes wiedergeben — verstossen,
nicht sittlich anstossig sind. (v. Wachter, Pandekten,
Bd. I, § 60, Beilage I, B II, S. 276.)

Dies folgt aus dem Individualrecht der Personlichkeit.

Die Begstimmungen des Verstorbenen
iber dieArt und WeisederBestattung haben
die Interessirten (Erben, beziehungsweise Vermichtnissnehmer)
und ebenso die efwaigen Testamentsvollstrecker. ebenso gut
anzuerkennen wie seine letztwilligen Verfligungen iiber die
Ernennung von Vormiindern, die Erziehung seiner Kinder,
die Ausstattung und Pflege seines Grabes, die Feier seines
Andenkens durch religidse oder sonstige Veranstaltungen,
Abhaltung von Seelenmessen, Iirrichtung eines Denkmals,
die Anpahme und Fithrung seines Namens und ithnliche
Anordnungen des Krblassers.

Sind A uflagen dieser Arteinem Vermiachtniss-
nehmer gemacht, so braucht der mit dem Vermichtniss
Beschwerte ihm das Vermiichtniss nicht eher herauszugeben,
bis er Sicherheit fir die Erfillung dieser Auflagen
geleistet hat.

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Verfolgung der Lirbschaft versagt; etwaige Miterben konnen
ihn zur Gewihrung des Erforderlichen anhalten. Im Noth-
falle kann das Gericht nach seinem Ermessen von Amts-
wegen einschreiten und in letzter Linie kann dem Belasteten
das, was er auf Grund der ihm gemachten Zuwendung
etwa schon erhalten hat, von dem dadurch Benachtheiligten
wieder genommen werden.

Der Umstand, dass hienach der Irblasser gegen seine
Erben und Vermiichtnissnehmer einen privatrechtlichen
Anspruch auf Hrfillung der hinsichtlich seiner Bestattung
getroffenen  Bestimmung hat, dem eine entsprechende
Rechtspflicht dieser rsteren gegeniibersteht, lisst die
Manchem unerklirliche Thatsache verstindlich erscheinen,
dass selbst Staaten, welche die Ausfiihrung der Feuer-
bestattung in ihrem Gebie te nicht zulassen, gleich-
wohl die Fortschaffung einer Leiche aus ihrem Staatsgebiete
in das Ausland zum Zwecke der Feuerbestattung tagtiglich
anstandslos gestatten.

Der Staat, welcher die Kxistenz des vorbezeichneten
Anspruches auf dem (ebiete des Privatrechtes, wie diese
Thatsache zur Hvidenz beweist, nicht bestreitet, vielmehr
anstandslos anerkennt und den Betheiligten gestattet, dem-
selben Geniige zu leisten, erscheint hienach aber consequenter
Weise als verpflichtet, die Durchfithrung solcher Testaments-
bestimmungen auch in seinem eigenen Lande durch Zu-
lassung der facultativen Feuerbestattung und demgemiisse
Abiinderung der polizeilichen Vorschriften, soweit solche
dem etwa entgegenstehen, zu ermdglichen.

Diese Consequenz wiire nur dann als unberechtigt zuriick-
zuweisen, wenn Interessen des allgemeinen Wohles dem
entgegenstiinden. Als solche konnten nur in Befracht kommen:
criminalpolizeiliche oder religitse Bedenken,
da von sanitiaren der Natur der Sache nach nicht die
Rede sein kann. Dass weder jene mnoch diese vorliegen,
wird, soweit es nicht schon geschehen, nachher noch kurz
Zu zeigen sein.

Hier mag nach dem Vorbemerkten nur noch. hervor-
gehoben werden, dass es sich empfiehlt, darauf hinzuwirken,
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dass seitens Derjenigen, welche die Feuerbestattung fiir den
Fall ihres Ablebens wiinschen, von dem Rechte, dies testa-
mentarvisch anzuordnen, in thunlichst umfassendem Masse
Gebrauch gemacht wird. Dies ist auch fiir den oft ver-
missten Nachweis des Bediirfnisses der Zulassung der
Feuerbestattung im eigenen Lande von erheblicher Wichtigkeit.

Fehlt es andererseits an solechen zu-
lissigen eigenen Bestimmungen des Ver-
storbenen, so steht den Erben ein beschriinktes
Verftiguangsrecht iiher den Leichnam, ins-
besondere hinsichtlich der Art und des Ortes der
Bestattung zu®)

Ein Eigenthumsreecht am Leichnam
haben entgegen der nur vereinzelt in der rechtswissen-
schaftlichen Literatur vertretenen gegentheiligen Ansicht**)
auch sie nicht.

Soweit der Verstorbene in dieser Be-
ziehung besondere Wiinsche gehabt hat, werden
sie zweifelsohne, wenn auch ohne Testament hiezu rechtlich
nicht verpflichtet, dieselben zu erfilllen bestrebt sein.

Die Pietiit, welche wir vermbge eines schonen all-
gemein menschlichen Zuges dem Verstorbenen so gern
beweisen, erfordert ja in erster Linie, hinsichtlich der Art
seiner Bestattung und dhnlicher Fragen seinen Wiinschen
zu entsprechen.

Der moderne Staat seinerseits erscheint nun aber
gehalten, dieErfiillung dieser Pflicht in jeder Weise und in aus-
gedehntestem Masse seinen Angehdrigen zu ermdglichen. Er
verleugnet sonst den Charakter, den er fiir sich beansprucht:
die Principien der Gerechtigkeit und der Toleranz.

Dass die Feuerbestattung aus eriminellen Griinden
im Allgemeinen nicht zu beanstanden, ist nachgerade so
gut wie allgemein anerkannt. Und wo noch Zweifel geltend
gemacht werden, da mag es geniigen, auf die Erfahrungen
derjenigen Staaten zu verweisen, welche die Feuerbestattung
zuliessen und bisher niemals Anlass gehabt haben, zumal

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aus diesem Gesichtspunkte es zu bereuen oder gar von dem
gelbstverstiindlich vorbehaltenen Rechte Gebrauch zn machen,
in verdiichtigen Fillen die Feuerbestattung zu beanstanden
oder ganz zu untersagen.

Die religidosen Bedenken anlangend, so kann
hier von deren Widerlegung ganz abgesehen werden, nach-
demauchstrenggliaubigeTheologen, inshesondere
der protestantischen Kirche, durch ihre amtliche Mitwirkung
bei einer Feuerbestattung wiederholt bewiesen haben, dass
gie dieselbe mit dem Glauben an die christliche Aufer-
stehungslehre nicht fiir unvereinbar halten. Ieh verweise in
dieser Beziehung inshesondere auf einen bedeutsamen Vor-
gang, die anliisslich der TFeuerbestattung des Herrn Dr.
Hans von Biilow in der St. Michaeliskirche zu Hamburg
am 29. Mirz d. J. seitens eines der angesehensten, wissen-
schaftlich hochbedeutenden Geistlichen, abgehaltene Trauer-
feier, wie sie in der in diesen Tagen erschienenen Nummer
des ,Phonix* und der ,Flamme* von Seiten eines
Theilnehmers geschildert worden ist.

Aber ich gehe weiter: Gerade wenn ein Theil seiner
Angehorigen gegen eine bestimmte Form der Bestattung
religivse Bedenken hegt, wie das bei den Anhiingern der
Erdbestattung gegeniiber der Feuerbestattung theilweise der
Fall ist, darf der Staat vermdge der Grundsiitze der Paritiit
und Toleranz die Bestattung nicht allgemein so
regeln, dass lediglich aus dem Gesichts-
punkte dieser religiosenBedenken das ganze
Bestattungswesen normirt und von ihnen beherrscht wird.

Man versteht unter Bestattung die durchweg mit
religiosen Giebriiuchen verbundene Uebergabe menschlicher
Leichname an die Blemente, sofern nicht durch Einbal-
samirung und Beisetzung in Gebduden die Verwesung
kiinstlich verhindert werden soll. In allen Dingen, bei denen
religivse Gesichtspunkte in Frage stehen, er-
kennt aber der moderne Staat die Gewissens-,
Glaubens- oder Bekenntnissfreiheit an,
das heisst das Recht des Einzelnen, seinen Glauben oder
auch seinen Mangel an jedem Glauben ohne Nachtheile zu
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bekennen und so jeden directen oder indivecten
Glaubenszwang auszuschliessen. Nur die Schranke
besteht auch hier, dass der Inhalt der Bethiitigung und
die Art der Ausiibung der religiosen Ueberzeugung nicht die
bestehenden Strafgesetze verletzen oder die offentliche
Ordnung und Wohlfahrt schidigen darf.

Dass der Gesichtspunkt der offentlichen Wohlfahrt auch
der weitestgehenden Toleranz eine Schranke setzt, dafiir haben
wir auf diesem Gebiete ein interessantes Beispiel in dem
berithmten Hofdecret des Kaisers Joseph II. wegen des
Begriibnisswesens vom 23, August und 13. September 1784.
Dieser edle Fiirst, dessen Leitstern in allem die Toleranz war
und von dem es an dem in Wien im Jahre 1807 ihm errichteten
schonen Monument so treffend heisst: ,Saluti publicae
vixit, non diu sed totus®, bestimmte darin aus Griinden des
offentlichen Wohles, dass hinfort alle Leichen ohne jede
Bekleidung in einem Sack in die Todtentruhe gelegt, auf
dem Kirchhofe aus der Truhe herausgenommen, in die
Grube gelegt und sodann mit ungelosechtem Kalk bestreut
werden sollten,*) eine Massregel, die aus leicht begreiflichen
Griinden bald zuriickgenommen werden musste.

Bin Beispiel aus neuerer Zeit ist die Beseitigung der
Militiixfreiheit der Mennoniten durech die norddeuntsche
Bundes-, jetzt deutsche Reichs-Verfassung.

Tiine Consequenz der Glaubens- und Gewissensfreiheit -
ist es, dass der Staat behufs consequenter Durchfithrung die
Ordnung seines offentlichen und Privatrechtes unabhiingig
von den confessionellen Anschauungen der Kirchen- und
Religions-Genossenschaften festzustellen hat (Hinschins).
Der Staat darf demgemiiss nicht einmal indirect seine
Unterthanen zu Handlungen zwingen wollen, nur um des-
willen, weil sie durch religiose Auffassungen eines
Theiles derselben gefordert werden. Tr hat daher ins-
besondere die Verpflichtung, das Bestattungswesen in einer
Weise zu regeln, die beispielsweise bei der Beerdigung die

der Bestattung jeden Zwang, der mit confessionellen Glesichts-
punkten zusammenhiingt, als verwerflich zu vermeiden :
denn jeder Zwang in Bestattungsfragen aus
religiosen Grinden — und aus solchen wird ja
eben wesentlich filr die Erdbestattung nur noch eingetreten
—istunzweifelhaft mit derRechtsconsequenz
im gezeigten Sinne und den ForderungenderToleranz
unvereinbar.

Form und Ausfithrung der Bestattung erscheinen stets
und zu allen Zeiten, wie sie sich regelmissig mit religidsen
Formen und Gebriiuchen umkleiden, so auch als eine Sach e
in erster Linie des Geftihls und der BEmpfindung.

Wenn es nun aber dem Gefithle des Verstorbenen oder
dem der Erben*) widerstreitet, den Leichnam der Verwesung
fiberantwortet zu sehen, sie vielmehr die Feuerbestattung
vorziehen, so ist nach Allem schlechterdings kein stich-
hiltiger Grund erfindlich, weshalb der Staat — soweit nicht
offentliche Interessen das Gegentheil fordern — diesen
Gefiiblen die Bethiitigung versagen diirfte. Der Forderung
nach Bethiitigung der Pietiit muss aus den gleichen Griinden
sowohl bei Denen, welche die Erdbestattung wollen, als um-
gekehrt auch bei Denen, welche hievon abweichend die
Feuerhestattung als ihren Ansichten und Empfindungen ent-
sprechender oder allein entsprechend erkliiren, Folge gegehen
werden, niemals aber kann gerade aus religidsen
Griinden der Staat den Einen zu Liebe die Anderen
zwingen wollen, ihrer Ueberzeugung zuwider zu handeln.

In welcher Weise dieser Zwang die Pflichten der Pietit
beeintriichtigt, das ergibt auch der Hinweis darauf, dass bei
dem heutigen Stande der Dinge fast iiberall, wo die Hinter-
bliebenen gezwungen sind, die Feuerbestattung eines lieben

Verstorbenen zu erfiilllen. Ja noeh mehr! Zu Zeiten des
epidemischenHerrschens ansteckender Krank-
heiten ist die Irfallung der Pietitspflichten in dieser
Beziehung ganz ausgeschlossen, insofern dann ein Transport
von Leichen zum Zwecke der Feuerbestattung gesetzlich
untersagt ist.*)

Auch in diesen Beziehungen fithrt die Zulassung der
Feuerbestattung also fiir die Angehdrigen des Staates,
der sie gestattet, eine Aenderung herbei, die jeder Freund
wahrer Pietit nur mit Freuden begriissen kann !

Wenn wir nun aber in solcher Weise vom Staate Toleranz
fordern, da liegt, meine sehr geehrten Herren, so wird Mancher
denken, die F'rage nahe: Sind wir denn auch selbst tolerant? Ich
glaube diese Frage aus voller Ueberzeugung bejahen zu diirfen.
Wir sind tolerant principiell insofern, als wir nur fiir
die facultative Feuerbestattung eintreten. Wir sind es
vicht minder aber auch in Bezug auf die Avt der
Ausfithrung, indem wir im Einzelnen Alles so zu
gestalten suchen, dass Jedem die volle Freiheit gelassen
ist, bei Ausfithrung der Feuerbestattung im Crematorium,
das als solches confessionslos ist, seine religitsen Ueber-
zeugungen in jeder gewiinschten Form und Art zu bethiitigen
oder auch, wenn ilm solche fehlen, dayon abzusehen. Wir
streben in allen Richtungen, soviel an uns liegt, das schone
Wort zu bethiitigen, dasimJahre 1886 der hochselige Deutsche
Kaiser Friedrich IIL, damals noch Kronprinz, in Strass-
burg aussprach :

De-
cember 1883 gelegentlich seiner Krnennung zum correspon-
direnden Mitgliede der spanischen Rechtsakademie im
Hinblick auf das im Werden begriffene biirgerliche Gesetz-
buch des Deuntschen Reiches, in Madrid gesprochen hatte

»Die erste Aufgabe des Gesetzgebers bildet es in meinen
Aungen immer, gleiches Recht fiir Alle zu schaffen® —
sie enthalten gewissermassen eine Zusammenfassung
dessen, was ich Ihnen heute zur Begriindung unserer
Forderungen darzulegen bemitht war, wenn ich behaupte:

Die Zulassung der I'euerbestattung ist gleichmiissig
eine Consequenz des Rechtes und ein Gebot der Toleranz.

Diese Gesichtspunkte sind meiner pevstnlichen Ueber-
zeugung nach diejenigen, welche auch unter den ungiinstigsten
Verhiiltnissen beiunseren G eguern oft von entscheiden-
der Wirkung sind, weil, wenn schon manche andere Fragen
noch nicht spruchreif sind, gegen diese Gesichtspunkte im
Grunde Stichhaltiges nicht vorgebracht werden kann. Damit
stimmen insbesondere auch unsere Erfahrungen in Hamburg
fiberein, Sie finden die Belege hiefiir theilweise schon in
der von mir in diesen Tagen verdffentlichten Schrift, die
in Threr Aller Hiinden ist.

Da es uns gelungen ist, auf diesem Wege zum Ziele
zu gelangen®) so handle ich aus voller Ueberzeugung,
wenn ich Sie bitte, bis auf Weiteres je nach den Umstiinden,
doch vor Allem diese Gesichtspunkte in erster Linie da geltend
zu machen, wo Sie beiunseren Gegnern eine Wirkung
erzielen wollen. Die Aufstellung: dass die Feuerbestattung
nach den Siitzen des geltenden Rechtes iiber die Berechtigung
des Individuums, fiir sich und verstorbene Angehorige tiber
die Arf der Bestattung Anordnungen zu treffen und die dem
eigenen Gefiihl am meisten zusagende Bestattungsform zu
withlen, und idber die Verpflichtung der Erben und Ver-
milchtnissnehmer, beztgliche letztwillige Anordnungen zu
erfiilllen, eine Consequenz des Rechtes, nicht minder aber
auch gegeniiber den Anforderungen der Pietiit ein Gebot
der Toleranz ist — sie wird, davon seien Sie fiberzeugt, den
heutigen Verhiiltnissen gegeniiber in hervorragendem Masse
geeignet sein, in manchem der Liinder, in denen Sie um die
Feuerbestattung noch kiimpfen, Ihnen die Unterstiitzung
und Sympathien der verschiedensten Parteien und damit
den Sieg erringen zu helfen !

Damit bin ich an das Ende meiner heutigen Darlegung
gelangt. Iech erfiille nur noch eine angenehme Pflicht,
wenn ich Thnen zum Schlusse filr die freundliche Nachsicht,
die Sie mir durch Ihre Aufmerksamkeit fiir meinen Vortrag
haben zu Theil werden lassen, meinen herzlichen Dank
ausspreche.

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The
City of Bradford Crematorium

Erected by the Bradford Corporation in 1905.

Situated at the Scholemoor Cemetery,
Necropolis Road, Horton, Bradford.

The Crematorium can be inspected by the public on weekdays, Monday to Friday
(Bank Holidays excepted), between the hours of 10 a.m. and 4 p.m., unless a crema-
tion is proceeding or about to take place.

SHORT REASONS FOR CREMATION.

1.—Cremation offers facilities for a return to the ancient practice of interment in
churches.

2. —Cremation removes the possibility of being buried alive,

3.—Cremation is easily arranged for, and less expensive than the ordinary form of
burial where a private grave is used.

4,—Cremation interferes with no religious ceremony or rite, but admits of the
same ceremonial as if ordinary burial were resorted to. The Crematorium is
reserved exclusively in every case, rich and poor alike, A service may be con-
ducted over the body before incineration or over the ashes. It may be held in
the place where the deceased worshipped or in the Chapel at the Crematorium.
In the latter case the coffined body is placed on the catafalque and either
remains there until the service is over, or silently passes into the ante-chamber
while the clergyman pronounces the committal. No part of the process, by which
the human body is reduced in the space of an hour into harmless gases and a small
amount of pearly white ash, is seen or suggested, while scrupulous care is taken to
preserve the ashes intact and pure.

H.—Cremation does not detract from the feeling of sanctity which attaches
to the remains of the dead. An urn is more beautiful than a coffin, and is capable
of great variety in artistic treatment. It can be buried in a quiet country churchyard
just as well as a coffin, and more easily where space is a consideration, or the ashes
may be interred as of old within the church itself.

6.—Cremation spares relatives and friends the discomfort and very considerable
danger, especially in inclement weather, of attending a graveside, thus obviating
one of the most distressing features of ordinary burial,

7—Cremation generally reduces the cost and facilitates the arrangements for
transit and subsequent disposal in cases where it is desired to arrange for interment
in a family vault elsewhere, or when it is necessary to transmit the remains abroad.

8.-—Cremation accomplishes in a little over an hour, and in a sanitary manner,
that which it takes years to effect if the body is buried. The process of Cremation
absolutely prevents all possibility of pollution of water or contamination of air,
whereas burial is always noxious and sometimes dangerous,

O.—Cremation has been recognised by Parliament., Under the Cremation Act
of 1902 the Home Secretary has made regulations as to the maintenance and inspec-
tion of Crematoria, and has prescribed in what cases Cremation may take place,
and the forms of notices, certificates, and declarations which shall be given or made
before Cremation is permitted.

10— Cremation precautions provide a much more effective safeguard against
foul play than in the case of ordinary burial, and are the only real protection of
society against secret crime.

11.—Cremation, if generally adopted, would avoid the necessity of adding to our
large and costly cemeteries, thus saving valuable and productive land being with-
drawn from cultivation and the use of the living.

FIRST STEPS AFTER DEATH.

[nstruct undertaker that Cremation is desired, and obtain the Statutory Forms
required by the Home Office Regulations under Sec. 7 Cremation Act, 1902, viz. -

Application Form “A.—To be filled in and signed by the Executor or near
relative, and declared before a J.P. or Commissioner for Oaths.

Medical Certificates.—Form B!’ to be filled in by the Doctor who attended in
last illness, and who must see the body after death. Confirmatory Certificate “C,"
if not given by the Medical Referee, must be given by a Doctor of not less than five
years' standing who shall not be a relative of the deceased or a relative or partner
of the doctor who has given the Certificate in Form B.

The above forms to be sent to the Medical Referee at the Town Hall, Bradford,
together with the Certificate of Registry of Death (blue form) obtained from local
Registrar.

Note.——In the case of a Coroner’s Inquest, Forms “B” and "“C" are not required,
but Form “E'" must be obtained from the Coroner. The completed forms should
reach the Medical Referee not later than the day previous to the proposed Cremation.

Cremations may take place on any weekday between 9 a.m. and 2-30 p.m., except
Saturdays, when the hour is 10 a.m.

Most undertakers are conversant with the regulations, and further detailed
information and the forms required may be had on application to the Superintendent,
Scholemoor Cemetery (Telephone No. 1127), or to the Medical Officer of Health,
Town Hall, Bradford (Telephone No. 7560).

(By arrangement with the Bradford Corporation, Life Members of the Cremation
Society of England are cremated at death free of charge.)

N.B.—In cases where an extra consumption of gas is necessitated a suitable
charge will be made, the amount to be assessed by the Superintendent.

CaskeTs,—A casket to contain the ashes is included in the charges above specified.
More ornamental caskets can be purchased at from f1 to /2 5s., according to
design.

NicHE IN CoLUMBARIUM, £5 bs.

BuriaL oF CREMATED REMAINS—According to plot selected, from £2 to £5 3s, 6d.

Ministers' Fees—Morning, 10/6; after 2 p.m., 5/6.
Other charges on application to the Superintendent.

TO ENSURE CREMATION AT DEATH.

| In order to ensure cremation at death, the person desiring it should communicate
[ his wishes to his exccutors or friends. It is not sufficient merely to insert a direction
| in a will, becanse wills are rarely looked at until after the funeral, Moreover, any
such direction, having no effect in law, would not bind unwilling executors. 1t is
advisable, therefore, to appoint executors who may be relied upon to respect the
‘ testator's wishes in respect of cremation; as a further precaution, any gift to them
might be made conditional on their compliance with the testator's direction.

Forms of Request for the use of persons desirous of being cremated after death
may be obtained on application to the Superintendent, Scholemoor Cemetery.

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Brief History of Brisbane Movement

This dates back to 1912 when correspondence appeared in the Brisbane
press advocating cremation. In- 1913 the late Dr. the Hon, W. F. Taylor,
M.LC.. and the late Hon. A. H. Barlow, M.L.C., both keen advocates of
cremation, introduced into the Legislative Council the Bill which received
general support in both Houses and became ‘“The Cremation Act of 1913."
Meanwhile members of the Theosophical, Rationalist and Modernist bodies,
with others, took action resulting in the formation of ‘‘The Brisbane Cre-
mation Association’' its founders meeting at Dr. W. F. Taylor's house in
George Street on the 29th April, 1915, the first officers being:—

W. A, Morrow, Esq., (President)
Dr. W. F. Taylor (Vice President)
W. M. L'Estrange, Esq., (Vice President)
Geo. W. Morris, Esq., (Hon. Treasurer)

E. V. Stevens, Esq., (Secretary)

Propaganda work was undertaken, some 1,000 cards asserting belief in
cremation and demanding the erection of a crematorium being signed and de-
posited with the Association. Efforts were made from time to time to enlist
the support of the governments of the day without success. Later an attempt
was made to secure the crematorium by way of a memorial to a well known
Brisbane surgeon but sufficient funds were not available. It was not until
Messrs. T, L. Jones and W. M. L'Estrange (both of whom had been associ-
ated with the movement from its inception) decided to form a company that
anything tangible was accomplished. These promoters were joined by Messrs.
M. S. Herring (Hon. Secretary for nearly three years) and K. F. Marlay, and
notwithstanding the usual delays and objections seemingly inseparable [rom
such a project the world over, they now have pleasure in the realisation of

their objective.

A tribute of appreciation is owing to the friends throughout Brisbane
who have kept the movement alive for many years by quiet but persistent
advocacy of cremation, Amongst these the name of the venerable Mr, Dan
Jones is prominent but it is impossible to particularise as most valuable
propaganda work has been done by many.
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Description of Building,

The Crematorium. is .a- brick structure with® porphry stone: base and
facings of modern. design and comprises chapel, mortuary, furnacé room,
office and ministers’ room.

An ‘imposing portico flanked by sandstone pillags gives access to the
chapel,' behind which is the smortuary and the furnace room.

The chapel is designed to suit our climatic conditions with large arched
openings, giving access to the loggia and looking directly through on the one
side to the columbarium. The chapel walls are lined toa height of seven
feet with Queensland marble in black and dove-grey tones. The floor is
designed in terrazzo with marble surrounds.

Marble steps give access.from .the chapel to the chancel on which a
handsome marble catafalque has been erected to receive the casket containing
the remains. At the appropriate portion of the service the casket is con-
veyed antomatically and silently ‘from the catafalque through a curtained recess.

A striking feature of the chapel is a mural painting ‘ten feet high and
five fect wide built into the wall over the catafalque and is the work of Mr.
W. Bustard, Brisbane’s well known artist.

The columbarium is of Italian design with a lily pond and fountain at
one end surmounted by a sculptured figure.

Over 900 niches and 50 urn apertures have been provided in the walls.

The whole ceffect of the external design has been attained by dignified
propottions without undue ornamentation,

The central feature of the front elevation is the stone portico which is
flanked on cither side by two sculptured stone figures which are carved in
relicf and of full size. These, with the figure in the columbarium are the
work of the famous Brisbane artist, Miss Daphne Mayo.

Imposing stairs give access o the portico.

The roof of red terrascotta tiles affords a pleasing contrast to the brick-
work. The building in a commanding position situated on the slopes of Mt.
Thompson has' a very imposing appearance and is an outstanding landmark
visible to the thousands of motorists and others wlho use the main l:ogan
Road to the South Coast resorts.




Arguments in Favour of Cremation

Cremation as a custom is as ancient as history itself. It is only the
‘modern and improved method of accomplishing the process which is new
and changed.

- Cremation interferes with no religious ceremony or rite, It admits of
the same form of religious service as if earth burial were resorted to. It also
spares friends the danger and discomfort of graveside attendance in inclement
weather, a very real danger especially to elderly people.

Cremation if generally adopted would avoid the necessity of adding to
our large and costly cemeteries and thus save many thousands of acres of
valuable land to the community. It would also give facilities for a return
to the ancient practice of interment in Cathedrals, Churches and Mausol¢ums,
Ashes may be transported for interment to any distance at small cost.

Cremation is a wise precautionary method to protect the living., It
effectively destroys the germs of infectious discases. Assuredly this cleans-
ing, purifying and rapid process is preferable to the prolonged decaying carth
burial with its attendant pollution of soil, air and water. [t offees the only
remedy for the present day un-natural conditions of earth burial.

Brisbane Crematorium Limited has undertaken a public utility of first
impozt. Its primary objectives are:—

1. The health and welfare of the people.
2, A reduction in expenditure on present and future ‘cemetérics.

The Cremation Process

During the service the casket rests on the catafalque and at the Words
of Committal it glides noiselessly and almost im perceptibly through a cur-
tained aperture into the preparation room, where everything is done in a
spirit of reverence. The casket is propelled mechanically into the incinerating
chamber and the door closed. It has entered a shimmering mass of incan-
descent heat at a temperature of from 2,0000 to 2.5000 Fahrenheit and
within the short space of from 60 to 80 minutes the remains are evaporated
and resolved inm.thc primal elements.

Moisture constituting ninety-five per cent. of the body disappears into
the air, resuming its place in nature in a purified state: the equally purified
residue now pearly-white ash is carefully collected in a container to await
directions as to disposal.

During the entire process there is no flame, smoke, odour or noise to
harrow the feelings of the observer.
There is no burning of the body.

There is nothing grucsome or offensive to the senses: nothing that can
offend the most fastidious taste or cause repulsion to the most delicately
minded person of any sect or religion.

Instructions for Arranging Cremation

PERSONS OBJECTING. It is not lawful to cremate the remains of any
person who is known to have left written directions to the contrary

ASSURING CREMATION. To ensure that cremation shall be carried out
it is advised that in addition to inserting concrete and definite instructions in
the will there be made three (3) copies of written directions as to cremation.
One copy should be accessible to next of kin or executors, a second lodged
with the Brisbane Crematorium Limited, and a third with any funeral direc-
tor that may have been selected.

N.B. A will being a document often not read until after a funeral is
not a sure method of arranging for cremation.

(Printed forms for this purpose may be had on application to the office
of Brisbane Crematorium Limited).

THE FIRST STEP is to immediately inform the Brisbane Crematorium
Limited and/or the funeral directors from either of whom the necessary forms
may be obtained.




FORMS TO BE COMPLETED BEFORE CREMATION CAN TAKE
PLACE.

(1) Form '"A'" Application for permission to cremate, with Statu-
tory Declaration made by an executor or nearest
surviving relative or friend.

(2) Form ‘B Certificate of medical man who attended deceased
before and at death or in the last illness.

(3) Form “C" Certificate of medical man confirming Certificate
“B," such medical man to be quite independent of
the deceased’s medical attendant.

The above three (3) forms shall be forwarded to the Registrar of
Deaths who will issue the Certificate of Death and the Permit to Cremate.
The Permit must be delivered to the Brisbane Crematorium Limited at least
four hours before the time fixed for the cremation.

SERVICE RENDERED BY BRISBANE CREMATORIUM LIMITED.
This commences when the remains are delivered to the superintendent at the
crematorium by the funeral director who will deposit the casket on the cata-
falque, provided that Permit to Cremate has already been deposited with the
Brisbane Crematorium Limited.

UNDERTAKING SERVICE. If desired Brisbane Crematorium Limited
will arrange with an undertaker for the encasement of the remains in a cre-
mation casket and the transport thereof direct to the mortuary at the crema-
torium to await the hour of cremation.

THE CORTEGE. As with carth burial the relatives and friends may meet
at the home of the deceased and follow the remains to the crematorium, or
if desired the relatives may be asked to meet at the crematorium chapel at the
time arranged for the cremation.

RELIGIOUS SERVICE. Relatives and friends of the deceased are entitled
to the free use of the crematorium chapel for any service they may wish to
hold making their own arrangements accordingly,

Upon arrival the casket is taken into the chapel, cither from the mor-
tuary or from the funeral cortege by the funeral director and placed upon

the catafalque.
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At the appropriate period of the service, when the committal words are
spoken, the casket moves silently out of sight whilst the service proceeds to
its conclusion.

A room is provided wherein the officiating minister may robe. Should
a minister be provided the usual fee will be charged.

HOURS OF CREMATION. The commencement of a cremation shall not
take place before the hour of 9 a.m. or after the hour of 4 p.m. on any day
of the week from Monday to Saturday inclusive. No cremation shall be
cffected on any Sunday, Christmas Day or Good Friday, In case of need
the hours for cremation may be extended.

Disposal of Ashes

Ashes may be disposed of in various ways and the following gives par.
ticulars of some methods in common practice

Reference has already been made to the columbarium in which ample
provision for some time to come has been made for deposit in a sealed copper
casket in a niche in the garden wall—the casket having a bronze plate or

(2) ACTION OUTSIDE BRISBANE WHEN NO FORMS AVAILABLE.
Immediately Phone or Wire Brishane Crematorium Ltd., or a Brisbane
Funeral Director for a set of forms to be sent by quickest possible
route. Loecal Funeral Director to arrange for Medical Attendant and
Government Health Officer (or Shire Health Officer) to examine body,
thus furnishing themselves with the particulars that will enable them
to eomplete FORMS on arrival.

Despateh body with the four (4) forms, arranging with Brisbane
Funeral Director to take delivery of same from rail, for transport
direet to Crematorium, or to Funeral Parlour.

ACTION WHEN ONLY MEDICAL ATTENDANT AVAILABLE., It
must be noted that if the Deceased’s Medical Attendant is also a Health
Officer, he can only act in the one capacity—that of Medical Attendant
confining himself to form “B” only.

If no Health Officer is available, send Forms: “A,” “B” and the
Certificate that Death has been registered, to Brishane, with the body ;
arranging with a Brisbane Funeral Director to have Form “C” com-
pleted by a City Health Officer, or Licensed Medical Practitioner.

ACTION WHEN CREMATION COMING FROM ANOTHER STATE.
Immediately send to Brisbane Crematorium Ltd. or a Brisbane Funeral
Director, for a set of Forms. Get Deceased’s Medical Attendant to fill
in and sign Form “B.” Then forward Forms: “A,” “B,” and Certifi-
cate that Death has been duly registered, to a Brishane Funeral
Director, as may have been arranged; who will get Form “C” duly
completed, and attend to the other details as requested.

TRANSPORT BY ROAD. Local Funeral Directors are advised to
consider Road Transport within a 200-mile Radius of Brisbane, as
being probably the less costly and more advantageous method. This
has already been carried out from distances as far out as Warwick,
through a Brisbane Firm; the casket being taken direct from the
Deceased’s residence to the Crematorium.

TRANSPORT BY RAIL. Rail conditions: Freight, 9d. per mile.
Body to be encased in a metal (G. Iron or Lead) casket, securely
soldered, and enclosed in an outer shell of wood. IFor eremation the
body may be encased in an inner wood casket, enclosed in an outer
covering of (. Iron or Lead, securely soldered.

For cremation at Mt. Thompson either of the above encasements
will be in order; preference being given to an inner metal shell and
an outer of wood; thus obviating any rearrangement of the caskets on
arrival in Brisbane: as both inner metal and outer wood shells can be
placed in the Transforming Chamber for eremation.

PITCH CAULKED CASKETS. [uneral Directors are particularly
requested to refrain from using even the slightest amount of PITCH
in their caskets. Piteh ercates a volume of filthy smoke which cannot
be adequately dealt with in the Transformer.

METAL FURNISHINGS. Apart from the use of Piteh whieh is
barred, caskets may be of the ordinary types in general use. No
restrietions placed on metal furnishings, which are allowed to remain

on the casket, and thus destroyed with same. The only removal being
the name plate, which is used to identify the ashes till their finai
disposal

FILLING IN CERTIFICATES. It is important that every question be
answered, or some satisfactory reason given for the omission.

Tn Form “C” it will be noted that the “PERMIT” form is on the
back page of the “B” and “C” Folder.

N.B.—Section 7 of Cremation Act states: ‘‘If any person kmowing that he has
any pecuniary interest in the death of any other person in ferms of any
poliey of Life Tnsurance, on that he is entitled in expectancy of such death
to any real or personal property, shall give or join in giving a certificate
concerning the death of such person for the purposes of this Act, such first-
mentioned person is guilty of a misdemeanour, and is liable to imprisonment
with hard labour for any term mot exceeding three years.

CORONER'S CERTIFICATE. When the death is the subject of a
Coronial Enquiry; the Coroner’s certificate sefting forth that the cause
of death is satisfactorily known, and that no further examination of
the body is necessary ; will be accepted in lieu of Form “B,” by Health
Officers and Medical men authorised to issue Form “C.”

STILL-BORN CHILD. The ordinary medical certificate of death
will be accepted in lieu of Forms “B” and “C,” the Permit on Page 4
of folder being signed as usual.

Owing to the exceptional interest which is taking place in regard to the practice of
Cremation in and around Bristol and the West of England, the following particulars are sub-
mitted :

Bristol Crematorium is one of eighteen similar institutions established within the British
Isles ; three serve Greater London, and fifteen are situate in the Provinces ; the next nearest
to Bristol is at Birmingham.

The Arno’s Vale Cemetery and Crematorium is situate a little over one mile from Temple
Meads Railway Station (G.W. and L.M.S. Railways), on the main Bristol-Bath Road. A good
service of eléctric cars passes the Station and Crematorium entrance at frequent intervals
(Service No. q).

The main approach to the Chapels is tastefully laid out with flower beds.

The Buildings comprise Church and Chapel, Cloisters with Columns and Columbarium,
the Crematorium forming an annexe to the Chapel,

Funeral arrangements and Ceremonies are conducted in the customary and usual reverent
manner,




Inteviov of Chapel. The Catafalque

Upon arrival at the Crematorium, the coffin, when brought into the Chapel, is placed
upon the catafalque in view of the friends assembled, and remains there until the Committal
Service is reached, when it is quietly lowered into the Incinerating Chamber, giving the
impression of an ordinary interment.

Any form of service may be arranged for at the Crematorium. Services are often held
in other Places of Worship, before or after Cremation.

[ncineration does not commence until the service is concluded and the mourners have
left the Chapel.

It may be explained that the Incinerating Chamber is at no time visible 10 the friends
assembled.

The system adopted at the Bristol Crematorium provides for the use of gas, about 3000
cubic feet, to obtain the required heat. The furnaces are of the surface combustion type on
the principle of Cox’s Ignite Combustors.

The process of incineration occupies a little over an hour, at the end of which time there
remains only a mineral residue in the form of silvery grey coral-like fragments or ashes.

Modes of Misposal of the Ashes

There are several Modes of Disposal for selection :

i. Urns or Caskets containing the ashes may be taken away for burial in grave spaces
in other Cemeteries and Churchyards.

ii. An Urn containing the ashes may be placed in a Niche (if acquired), which serves
as a permanent memorial, in the Columbarium adjoining.

iii. A Corner of the Cemetery has now been specially set apart and tastefully laid out
as a ‘* Garden of Rest ” for the purpose of disposing of the ashes by scattering over the lawn.

iv. Ashes may be stored pending instructions as to their final disposal,

v. In cases where graves have been acquired in the Cemetery, Caskets may be interred
therein,
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instructions for Arranging a Cremation

FIRST STEPS AFTER DEATH
Instruct Undertaker that Cremation is desired, and obtain from the Undertaker or
Registrar at the Company’s Office or the Superintendent at Arno’s Vale Cemetery, Bath Road,
Bristol, the Statutory Forms required by the Home Office Regulations made under the

Cremation Act,
THE STATUTORY FORMS are:

APPLICATION FORM ““ A,”—To be filled in and signed by the Executor or near relative,

and declared before a Justice of the Peace or a Commissioner for Oaths.

MEDICAL CERTIFICATES.—Form “ B ™ to be filled in by the Doctor who attended
in last illness, and who must see the body after death. Confirmatory Certificate ** C,” if not
given by the Medical Referee, must be given by a Doctor of five years’ standing who MUST
NOT be a relative of the deceased, or a partner of the Doctor who signs Medical Certificate
Form ** B.”  The Medical Certificates must be obtained at the expense of the person applying

for Cremation,
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INSTRUCTIONS AS TO FORWARDING CERTIFICATES, etc., TO MEDICAL REFEREE

Before the Medical Referee can authorise a Cremation to take place, the following papers
properly filled up and signed, must be in his hands :—

1. The Form of Application (Form A) duly confirmed by statutory declaration.

2. The Medical Certificates—
(1) Certificate of Medical Attendant (Form B),
(2) Confirmatory Medical Certificate (Form C).

3. The Registrar’s Certificate of registration of death or, where a coroner’s enquiry has
been held, in lien of Forms B and C, the Coroner’s Certificate (Form E), which
Certificate is specially issued by the Coroner,

It is requested that the above should be posted (or sent by hand) so as to reach the
Company’s Office at 36, Corn Street, Bristol, if possible, at least twenty-four hours before the
time at which it is desired that the Cremation should take place.

The Undertaker is responsible for all arrangements connected with the removal of the
body until it is placed on to the Catafalque.




Instructions to &ndertakers

Forthwith communicate with the Registrar at 36, Corn Street, Bristol (Telephone 22168
and 22169), or to the Superintendent at Arno’s Vale Cemetery (Telephone No. 76879) when
desiring to arrange Cremation. The Registrar will give general information. Office hours,
10 a.m. to 5 p.m. (Sundays excepted),

In case of a Coroner’s enquiry, inform the Coroner that Cremation is desired ; this, at
the earliest possible time ; and arrange for Coroner to give the Coroner’s Certificate (Form 1)
instead of the usual Coroner’s Order for Burial,

Cremations may take place at any time between 10 a.m, and 3.30 p.m. (except Saturdays,
when time of Cremation is g.30 to 11 a.m.). No Cremations can take place on Sundays, Christmas
Day, Good Friday, or Bank Holidays.

COFFIN CONSTRUCTION FOR CREMATION,
The exterior dimensions of the coffin MUST NOT EXCEED the following :
Length, 7 feet ; width, 2 feet 4 inches ; depth, 2 feet.
The coffin should be invariably made of some readily combustible wood, such as cotton
wood, Canadian elm, pine, or American white wood not more than half an inch thick.  Wooden

pegs only to be used in the construction of such coffin,

English elm and oak, being difficult to burn, are most undesirable, and When their use
cannot be avoided, the boards should be as thin and dry as possible.

Metallic constructed coffins cannot be accepted.

]




COLUMBARIUM




The coffin must not have cross-pieces under the sole or on the bottom, but must be quite
smooth " on the bottom ™ to enable its passage along the Catafalque,

The coffin must not be painted or varnished, but may be covered with a thin white, black,
or purple woollen material, or if desired may be polished.

Brass or metal handles or ornaments of any kind may be used on the coffin, but will be
removed unless made of some readily combustible metal,

Sawdust, charcoal, or cotton wool must not on any account be put into the coffin, and
no pitch must be used for coating the inside. If the state of the body, or the illness from
which the deceased died, makes it desirable, a thin zinc lining may be inserted, or the joints may
be caulked with plaster of Paris or * Ipco.”

Bearers can be provided on application to the Company.

All persons admitted into the Crematorium Chapel must comply with the requirements
of the Registrar.

It is earnestly requested that the times arranged for Cremations be strictly observed,
Unpunctuality is frequently the cause of serious inconvenience to those attending subsequent
Cremations or funerals.

The Superintendent of the Crematorium is authorised to postpone until after the last
cremation for the day is complete, the cremation of a body arriving so late as to be likely to
delay succeeding cremations, or is enclosed in a heavy elm or other coffin Il“t_ n accordance
with these instructions, which, in his opinion, will take more than the usual time to burn,

Primo esperimento eseguito 11 10 Marzo 1869 ().

(Vedi N.° I. della Vetrina, Tab. 1)

Ceneri ed ossa di donna, d’anni 35, abbastan-
za nutrita, morta d’infiammazione acuta polmonale.

Il cadavere venne collocato sopra un grande
bacile formato con grossa lamina di ferro, soste-
nuto da quattro piedi, circondato a poca distanza
da lamieroni di ferro, verticali dal suolo sino al
bacile, piegati al di sopra del bacile in guisa da
formare una vdlta, onde obbligare le fiamme a con-
vergere contro il cadavere.

La quantitd di legna di noce adoperata per la
cremazione di questo cadavere fu di 90 chili (?).

Falsamente impressionato dalla estrema picco-
lezza delle urne cenerarie dei columbarii dell’agro

(') I tre esperimenti N, I. II. IX. vennero eseguiti sotto una
colossale nappa di camino ad uso di caserma e sopra un tavolo
masgiccio di cotto.

(*) Questa legna comperata al minuto in Padova costa fran-
chi 4,50 al quintale,
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romano ed erroneamente guidato dalle enfatiche
espressioni di coloro, che vogliono ridurre la sal-
ma dell’ uomo ad un pugno di cenere; anziché dare
ragionevole ascolto al ben noto risultato della cal-
cinazione delle ossa, io m’era imposto il cdmpito
della totale incenerazione del cadavere.

Naturalmente in questo mio esperimento, io non
ottenni che 1’incenerazione dei tessuti molli e la
calcinazione delle ossa e mne incolpai lo spessore
troppo considerevole del bacile e I’esagerata altez-
za dei lamieroni posti all’intorno del medesimo. Vo-
lendo ottenere la totale incenerazione, posi tutta la
massa in un grande crogiuolo valendomi di un for-
nello, che, fornito di riverbero ed alimentato da ga-
gliarda corrente d’aria, era destinato alla fusione
dei metalli. Mediante una quantitd di coke, che io
non ho valutata, portai il calore a 900 gradi, ciod
a quello della fusione del bronzo. Quanto stava nel
croginolo si cangid tutto in una massa incande-
scente; eppure non raggiunsi che una pitt comple-
ta calcinazione e precisamente la massa contenuta
nel vaso.

Prima della cremazione il peso del cadavere
era di chili 52,#™ 550; dopo la cremazione il peso
si ridusse a chili 2,#™™ 512, per cui si perdettero
colla cremazione chili DO, # ™™ 38. Trovai il volume
corrispondere ad un cubo avente uno spigolo di
cent. 16",2", mentre il cadavere, che approssimati-
vamente pesa quanto 1'acqua, era rappresentato da
un cubo avente uno spigolo di cent. 37%,4".




Secondo esperimento eseguito il 20 Gennajo 1870,

(Vedi N2 11 della Vetrina, Tab. L)

Ossa e ceneri di un uwomo d’anni 45, gracile,
morto di tubercolosi polmonale cronica.

Sorpreso dalla potenza delle fiamme, durante
il periodo della combustione spontanea del cada-
vere, credetti scorgere in essa un valido ausiliario
alla. sollecita e vicendevole cremazione di piu ca-
daveri, ed ho voluto quindi con un solo cadavere
farne 1'esperimento.

Mediante quattro spranghe di ferro verticali,
unite assieme da altre orizzontali, feci costruire un
supporto a tre piani. Altezza totale centimetri 67,
lunghezza 60", larghezza 44": distanza dal tavolo
di cotto al primo piano 23", dal primo piano al
secondo 23", dal secondo piano al terzo 21"

Il primo piano era formato da lamierone di
ferro con molti fori per lo scolo dei fluidi. I se-
condo e terzo da spranghe di ferro alquanto softi-
li, mobili e poste a graticola. Circondai il supporto
alla distanza di cent. 5" con lamieroni di ferro co-
me nel primo esperimento.

Eseguita la sezione, divisi il cadavere in varie
parti, estrassi tutti i visceri e posi sul primo piano
le quattro estremitd; sul secondo il capo colla sua
vOlta craniale, il tronco, il bacino; sul ferzo tutti
1 viscerl. Sotto il primo piano appiceai 1l fuoco.
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Accesosi quanto stava sul primo piano, mode-
rai subito il fuoco, ma le fiamme si appiccarono
ben tosto al secondo e da questo al terzo, per modo
che in pochi istanti era gid molto bene avviata
la combustione generale, che durd un’ora e tre
quarti circa.

Ottenuta la carbonizzazione, tolsi a poco a poco
le spranghe orizzontali mobili del secondo e terzo
piano, raccolsi tutta la massa carbonizzata sul pri-
mo piano ed accesi un fuoco piuttosto gagliardo.
In due ore ottenni 1’incenerazione delle parti moll,
e la calcinazione delle ossa, impiegando in tutto quat_
tro ore e adoperando 60 chili di legna.

Mi si era fatto credere da persona competente,
che le ossa vengono ridotte in cenere se il calore
¢ continuo e lento. Vi prestai fede e posi quanto
avea ottenuto in questo esperimento in una pentola,
a pareti robuste, legata esternamente con fili di
ferro.

Alla sommitad della volta del forno, presso le
fabbriche di vetri, v’ ha una specie di piccolo abbai-
no, detto lunetta, dal quale escono orizzontalmente
le fiamme destinate a riscaldare la stufa sovrapposta
al forno, stufa che serve al raffreddamento graduato
degli oggetti di vetro eseguiti.

Vicino ed all’ innanzi della lunetta posi la pen-
tola, inclinata in guisa che le flamme potessero en-
trare facilmente nella stessa. Quivi il calore do-
vrebbe essere di 300 gradi circa, mentre esso &
di 800 gradi nel forno, ove stanno i crogiuoli con-
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tenenti il vetro fuso. Ve la lasciai per ben 7 ore, e
le- ossa subirono come si vede la pilt completa cal-
cinazione; nello stato d’incandescenza si Curvarono,
si aceartocciarono, ma rimasero pur sempre dure
e compatte al punto, che, lasciatele cadere sopra
un corpo qualsiasi molto duro, davano un suono
metallico.

Prima della cremazione il cadavere pesava
chili 43,#™ 100. Dopo la semplice cremazione il
peso era di chili 1,¢*204, per cui si perdettero
colla cremazione chili 41,#*™806. Dopo la calci-
nazione presso la fornace, il peso discese a chili
1, &m0l 255 e troval il volume corrispondere ad un
cubo, avente uno spigolo di cent. 14", mentre il ca-
davere era rappresentato da un cubo, avente uno
spigolo di cent. 35"

Terzo esperimento eseguito il 15 Febbrajo 1870.
(Vedi N.0 IIl. della Vetrina, Tab. I.)

Io non potea abbandonare il mio ideale del-
I’incenerazione totale del cadavere e la mia mente
ricorse alla cremazione in vasi chiusi. Scelsi per
I"esperimento una delle colossali storte del gaso-
metro, Quivi il calore ¢ di circa 1000 gradi. La
storta era vuota, ed entro la stessa posi 'articola-
zione di un ginocchio con tutti i tessuti molli e
la metd inferiore di due femori gid secchi. Chiusa
la storta, orribilmente infuocata, vi lasciai le sud-
defte parti per un’ora e 15 minuti. Aperta la storta,
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accolsi quanto ho potuto e trovai che le ossa
erano calcinate, abbastanza bianche, 1 tessuti molli
carbonizzati; di vera incenerazione, nulla.

Quarto esperimento eseguito il 25 Febbrajo 1870,

(Vedi N.0 IV, della Vetrina, Tab. L)

In una delle stesse storte del gasometro, ripiena
di carbon fossile, introdussi la meta superiore di un
femore, in guisa che I’ 0sso si trovasse proprio tutto
circondato dal carbone. Dopo 6 ore lo estrassi rav-
volto in una massa ardente di coke. Era una bella
carbonizzazione a nero, ma 1’ osso si mantenne duro,
compatto come nella semplice calcinazione.

Quinto esperimento eseguito il 10 Marzo 1870.

(Vedi N.0 V. della Vetrina, Tab. L)

Ho voluto finalmente esperimentare la forza
comburente dello stesso forno del gasometro, ove
il calore da 1000 a 1100 gradi fa scomparire quasi
totalmente il coke, non restandovi che poche tracce
di scoria.

Nel mezzo del coke collocai la metd inferiore
di un femore secco. In un batter d’occhio si fece
si incandescente, che a grande stento mi riesciva
di distinguere l'osso dal coke.

Mi venne il dubbio che le faville che si distac-
cavano dall’osso fossero veramente cenere. Ho ri-
petuto 1’ esperimento mediante un potentissimo can-
nello ferruminatorio. Ottenni le stesse faville, che
raccolsi e sottoposi al microscopio. IErano minimi
briceioli di osso caleinato ma duro, di un bianco
candido, se 1’osso era spugnoso, di un bianco ten-
dente al grigio, se I’osso era compatto.

Dopo tutti questi esperimenti io mi credetti in
diritto di conchiudere, che la totale incenerazione
dei cadaveri, col solo fuoco, nel senso geneneral-
mente inteso, sia una assoluta impossibilitd. Non
mi restava che di trovare un metodo di cremazione,
col quale io potessi ottenere la calcinazione delle
ossa nel modo il pin sollecito, completo, economico.

A questo scopo mi valsi di quanto viene rap-
presentato dai modelli VI, VII, VIII, Tah. I. che
corrispondono al sesto della grandezza naturale. Ec-
cone la descrizione e relativo procedimento di cre-
mazione.

Primo periodo.

S’ appicea il fuoco ed in mezz’ ora circa il ca-
davere si accende. Solo in questo periodo si svolgono
e s innalzano molti gas non ancora bene accesi.
Alla fine del periodo stesso si aprono alquanto i due
riverberi 1, 2, e si spingono sotto i medesimi i due
regolatori 6, 7 sino agli intacchi del sostegno.

Secondo periodo.

La combustione spontanea del cadavere & un
momento solenne, grandioso, che ha qualche cosa
di sacro, d’imponente (vedi Tabella IL). Esso mi
rese sempre muto ed estatico. Sino a che vi sono
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forme umane e carni che abbruciano, la maravi-
glia & sovrana; quando & tolta la forma e tutto &
carbone, allora vi subentra una morale prostrazio-
ne: non & pin! tutto & finito!

Se la catasta fu bene apparecchiata non v’ ha
bisogno di alcuna assistenza, e due ore bastano a
ridurre il cadavere completamente carbonizzato.

Terzo periodo.

Mediante una lunga tenaglia da fabbro si tol-
gono i due riverberi 1 e 3 ed il filo metallico col
quale & assicurato il cadavere.

Colla paletta ad uncino (n.° 8) si riduce tutta la massa
carbonizzata sopra un terzo circa del supporto. Le
ossa lunghe sono gia rotte in varie guise, e sor-
prende la resistenza che opposero alla carbonizza-
zione il cuore, il fegato e le ossa del bacino.

Indi dal di sopra del sostegno 5 si cala gili
sul supporto il riverbero 9, che viene posto in piedi
possibilmente in contatto colla massa carbonizzata.
Questo riverbero 9 serve a tener concentrato il ca-
lore.

Finalmente, colla stessa paletta ad uncino, si
raccolgono tutte le hrace sotto la massa carboniz-
zata, e riposti i riverberi 1, 3 e levati via i rego-
latori 6, 7, si' accende un fuoco generoso, che verr:
alimentato con nuova legna.

In meno di due ore si ottengono 1’incenera-
zione delle parti molli e la calcinazione perfetta
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delle ossa. Per ottenere la totale cremazione con
questo apparecchio occorrono in tutto da 70 ad 80
chili di legna.

Si lascia raffreddare 1'intero forno, e quindi
raccolte le ceneri e le ossa, vengono le stesse ri-
poste nell’ urna.

Wij zullen trachten eene oppervlakkige beschrijving te geven
van eene lijkverbranding, die we te Singaradja-bijwoonden. Zij had
plaats in de familie van den poenggawa (districtshoofd) van Boeleleng. -

Reeds meer dan veertien dagen te voren hield men zich onledig
met het maken der foebereidselen tof hel groote verbrandingsfeest,
dat den 12 September 1902 plaats zou hebben. lin geen wonder,
want er was heel wat in gereedheid te brengen.

Vooral het optuigen der wadah's (bamboe-gevaarten, die den

Van eene soort oungesponnen, gekleurde wol werden op een bamboe-
geraamte verschillende fantasie-vogels gemaakt, welke de wadah's
moesten versieren. Veel werk ook maakte men van bloemen, spiegels
en  houten beelden, welke den lijkwagens een schitterend aanzien
zouden verleenen.

klinken, stonden de vier wadah’s in vollen luister. Twee er van
waren schitterend versierd met het bovenbeschreven materiaal (zie
Plaat 2), terwijl de beide andere kleiner en eenvoudiger van samen-
stelling waren (zie Plaat 1); bovendien waren deze met eene witte
katoenstof overtrokken, in tegenstelling met de eerstgenoemde,
die met goud- en zilverloovertjes als bezaaid waren.

Ken groote, fraai versierde hellende brug zou dienen om de
lijken boven in de wadah’s te plaatsen; een draak met wijd ge-
openden bek verleende toegang tot dit hellend vlak (zie Plaat 3);
verder was onze drieklenr bovenop geplaatst als uiting van de
Hollandsche gezindheid der feestvierenden.

Op eene verhooging in de familiewoning stonden ondertusschen
de overblijfselen van hen, wier zielen door het vaur gelouterd
zouden worden en dus vrij van kala’s (booze geesten) de hemelsche
gewesten zouden bereiken. Zij waren tien in getal, waaronder de
moeder en de broeder van den poenggawa de hoofdpersonen uif-
maakten; van hen beiden waren de werkelijke lijken aanwezig.
Deze waren na den dood gebalsemd en behoorlijk in doeken in-
gepakt, verder had men ze op het erf boven den grond bewaard
en tot mummies doen uitdrogen. Van de overigen waren de werkelijke
overblijfselen niet meer te vinden en had men zich tevreden gesteld
met wat zand van de begraafplaats en een gesneden houten beeld
dat den overledene moest voorstellen.

Gedurende de feestweek had men voortdurend geofferd aan de
dooden; deze offers bestonden nit gebraden speenvarkens, rijst in
allerlei kleuren, kuikens, groenten en vruchten, ja zelfs levende
vogeltjes, en werden dagelijks verwisseld en vernietigd. Kleine
vlaggen, rood, wit en zwart gekleurd naar de kleuren van Brahma,
Ciwa en Vishnoe, benevens in lontar- en klapperbladeren gesneden
portretten der overledenen werden bij deze offers gevoegd. Tot het
inzegenen dezer spijzen werd elken dag door een stoet jonge meisjes

wijwater gehaald, dat zij in aarden potten op het hoofd droegen.

Den dag vé6r de verbranding had de meest plechtige voorbe-
reiding plaats. Voorafgegaan door 24 trommen, waarop om het
hardst geslagen werd en besloten door een zeer uitgebreide gamelan,
maakten de familieleden der dooden een ommegang door de wegen
van Singaradja. De mannen droegen een soort van sleep van kost-
bare zijden stof met goud doorweven, terwijl de meisjes schitterden

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door prachtige hoofdtooisels en fonkelende steenen. Behalve deze
familieleden, die allen van voorname afkomst en kaste waren, werd
de stoet gevormd door een aantal maagden, die offers droegen, en
anderen, die groote stapels kostbare zijden sarongs en doeken op
het hoofd torsten, Ook hadden de twee voorwerpen, waarin de
asch der verbrande lichamen naar zee zou worden gebracht, een
plaats in den optocht. lvenals de wadah’s waren deze voorzien van
allerlei vreemde vogellichamen met groote , wijd uitstaande vleugels,
€n waren ze z00 zwaar en stevig van samensielling, dat een tachtig
menschen noodig waren om er één te dragen.

Deftig en statig wandelden de familieleden in het midden van
den optocht, de toch reeds buitengewoon lange nagels nog eens
extra verlengd door kunstmatige in goud gevatte verlengstukken.

Teruggekeerd van den rondgang verzamelden zj zich knielende
voor de verhooging, waarop de lijken stonden, en hielden gedurende
ongeveer een half uur een gebed op zingenden toon, begeleid door
het schel geluid van een der instrumeuten uit de gamelan. Onder-
busschen werden de biddenden geregeld besprenkeld met wijwater, dat
bij deze plechtigheid en vooral bij de volgende een voorname rol speelt.

Ten slotte zijn we genaderd tot het beschrijven der verbranding zelve,
die den volgenden dag plaats had en met hare voorbereidende maat-
regelen van 1 uur in den namiddag tol des avonds zes uur dunrde.

doeken bekleede uitholling gelegd. Daarna begonnen de padanda’s
(priesters) hunne gebeden, waarbij zij de overblijfselen der afge-
storvenen onder een waren stortvloed van wijwater zetfen, dat van
alle oorden des lands was gehaald (om toch vooral het beste te
hebben). De aarden potten, waarin dit bewaard was, werden na
lediging alle stuk gegooid. Lang werd er gebeden, alles onder het
lawaai, dat de gamelans en de talrijke menigfe maakte, doch ten
slotte begon men stapels brandhout te plaatsen onder het afdak
waar de lijken stonden.

De brug en de wadah’s waren naast elkaar geplaatst en op een
gegeven oogenblik werd alles in brand gestoken; de gamelan zweeg,,
en in eerbiedige stilte sloeg ieder de plechtige uitvaart der zielen
gade. In een oogenblik stond alles in vollen gloed en werd het
werk van zooveel handen in weinige minuten vernield. Het langst
brandden de houten runderen met de lijken er in.

De wenigte begon zich nu langzamerhand te verwijderen, geheel
onder den ‘indruk van dit voor den Baliér meest luisterrijke en
plechtigste feest. De nabestaanden evenwel moesten nog den ge-
heelen nacht wakende op de begraafplaats doorbrengen. — Door de
groote kosten aan deze verbranding verbonden, zijun dergelijke plechtig-
heden vrij zeldzaam en niet altijd zoo uitgebreid als de boven
beschrevene.

Perpetual Care

The niches in the Columbarium are sold outright
and a certificate of ownership is given. The first
cost is final; there are no rental or upkeep charges.
A definite proportion of the price paid for each
niche is deposited in a fund to insure perpetual
care for the Columbarium.

Service

Friends may place fresh flowers in the receptacles
by the niches, or we will do so at regular inter-
vals, by special arrangement at a nominal charge.
We give daily care to all flowers, providing fresh
water and removing faded stalks.

Restrictions

Niche owners have the choice of a memorial urn
behind a glass, or bronze niche tablet, suitably
engraved, which may enclose any number of re-
ceptacles. No artificial flowers, cothin plates, metal
wreathes, copper receptacles, photographs or sou-
venirs have ever been permitted to mar the har-
mony of this place which is equally sacred to all.
